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What is Camtasia Relay?

Camtasia Relay is a lecture capture system designed primarily to streamline the workflow of
capturing a live presentation. The user simply chooses a profile, enters a title and description,
and clicks record to capture their voice and computer screen. When finished, the recording is
sent to the Camtasia Relay server, where it is automatically produced and published. The
lecture may then be viewed on multiple playback devices.
