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 610.00 Purpose of Residence Halls 
The  University has estab lished  residence  ha lls (includ ing Fam ily and  Gradua te  Housing 
apartm ents) in  an  effort to  p rovide  cam pus living a rrangem ents tha t are  conducive to  the  
academ ic and persona l deve lopm ent of studen ts. Residen tia l areas a re  priva te  and  are  
m anaged  by University sta ff to  ensure  protection  of the  righ ts of students to  study, sleep , and 
function  as a  part of a  living-lea rn ing com m unity. Th is com m unity of studen ts is sub ject to  
policies tha t are  in  keep ing with  the  m ission  of the  University, includ ing policies for reasonable  
lim its on leve ls of noise , visits by guests, and  com m ercia l activities. 

620.00 Use of the Residence Halls by Non-Affiliated 
Non-affilia ted  groups m ay be  au thorized to  use  the  residence ha lls for a  fee  during periods 
when  they a re  not occupied  by studen ts. The te rm s and  conditions of the  use  will be  se t forth  in  
a  written  agreem ent au thorizing the  use . 

630.00 Use of Common Rooms in Residence Halls 

A. Com m on room s in  residence  ha lls, includ ing com m unity room s, lounges and  recrea tion 
room s a re  ava ilab le  p rim arily for ha ll-sponsored  activities and  inform al use  by ind ividua l 
studen ts. The Residence Life  Director or designee m ay au thorize  the  occasiona l p riva te  
use  of com m on room s by ha ll residen ts for sm all ga therings such  as showers and  
parties. 

B. Com m on room s of Residence  Halls m ay not be  used  by non-affilia ted  groups when the  
Residence  Halls are  occupied  by studen ts. 

640.00 Fund-Raising Activities in Residence Halls 
Affilia ted  groups m ay conduct fund-ra ising activities for the ir group  in  the  residence  ha lls under 
the  following conditions. 
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A. Written  perm ission  m ust be  ob ta ined  from  the  Residence  Life  Office . 

B. The  activity m ay be conducted  on ly with in  the  lobby, lounges, or other com m on areas of 
the  residentia l facilitie s designa ted  by the  Director of Residence  Life , and  on ly during 
those  tim es designa ted by the  Director. No door to  door solicita tion  is a llowed . 

C. Any such activity m ust com ply fu lly with  a ll app licab le  laws, regu la tions, ordinances and  
University policies. 

D. The  group  m ust agree  to be  responsib le  for any dam age to  University p roperty resu lting 
from  the  fund-ra ising activity, and  for cleanup of the  facility a t the  conclusion  of the  
even t. 

650.00 Sales, Sales Promotion and Commercial Activity in University Housing 

A. No ind ividua l or group , affilia ted  or non-affilia ted , m ay m ake door-to-door com m ercia l 
solicita tions in  the  residence  ha lls (includ ing apartm ents and su ite -type facilities). 

B. Com m ercia l transactions, com m ercia l p resen ta tions, and the  m aking of sa les 
agreem ents tha t are  legal and  otherwise  com ply with  a ll app licab le  laws, m ay take  p lace  
in  a  studen t's p riva te  room  or apartm ent under the  following conditions: 

1. Sales persons and any other guests m ust be  invited  to  the  room  for a  
com m ercia l transaction  in  advance by the  student occupant of the  room . All 
room m ates m ust consent to  such  an  invita tion . 

2. Students m ay use  the ir priva te  room s for in frequent com m ercia l transactions, 
bu t they m ay not schedule  such  transactions on  a  regu la r or con tinuous basis. 
University policy proh ib its an  ind ividua l studen t from  opera ting a  con tinu ing 
business from  h is or her p riva te  room . 

3. A studen t inviting non-residen t guests to h is or her room  for a  com m ercia l 
transaction assum es responsib ility for the  actions of h is or her guests while  they 
a re  p resen t in  the  residence  ha ll. 

4. The  num ber of guests in  a  studen t's  room  for a  com m ercia l transaction m ay not 
exceed  m axim um  room  occupancy lim its. Students m ay not use  the  com m on 
areas of the  residence  ha lls for such  com m ercia l transactions. 

5. No door-to-door solicita tion , e ither to  ob ta in  guests for a  com m ercia l solicita tion  
be ing he ld  in  a  studen t's  room  or to consum m ate  sa les following the  solicita tion , 
is a llowed . 
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
